Gift aid ﬂ’fm
Another way of helping the parish financially, is to gift aid. If you are a tax

payer, we can claim 25p from the Government on every £1 you donate. So if you give £1 a
week(£52 a year), with gift aid your donation becomes £65; £5 a week (£260) a year, with gift
aid becomes £325, and £10 a week (£520 a year) with gift aid becomes £650. And all it takes
is for you to sign a form and take a box of offertory envelopes, unless you have a standing
order, so we can record your donations. Gift aid forms are available at the back of church.
